4. Approval of Meeting Minutes:

5. Board Items Report
Roxanna Travers gave an overview of the Prop O Bond Sale 2 projects and the reallocation of funds to the HVAC Project.  Dr. Aguirre clarified the reallocation of the funds, the issue of equity, and how all schools will have HVAC.  Diane Gerken agreed that the HVAC project was a hard decision for the board, but it is a project that needs to be done.  The target is to get the work started by summer 2017.  Dan Gutowski had questions about SGI settlement and how the funds will be distributed. Diane Gerken questioned the staffing for the new HVAC units.  The committee is asking for a report at the next CBOC Meeting regarding the new scope to the HVAC Project and the reason for the budget increase.  Janea Quirk will present.
Karl Bradly gave an update on the current board approved projects:  Hilltop Middle 600 building, Mar Vista High pool, Bonita Vista High and Hilltop High track and field.  Dan Gutowski offered to meet with Karl Bradley regarding the joint use of the MVH pool with the City of Imperial Beach.
